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Synopsis

This easy step-by-step method emphasizes correct playing habits and note reading through interval
recognition.

After taking Alfreds lessons 1 & 2, | was surprised to find many of the same songs repeated in this
book. (6 out 22 or so songs were the same arrangements from previous books) Kind of
disappointed about that, but Alfreds is still the best in this type of teaching so still would recommend

to others.



As a piano teacher of students from beginners through HS for the past 15 years, | am a big fan of
the Alfred series. The Lesson Book is a solid teaching tool, and the additional books, including Solo
Book, Fun Book, Recital Book, Theory Book, Technique Book, etc. are great resources. The Lesson
Books walk a student methodically through the basics, building each lesson on the last. | particularly
like the approach through Book 2 and 3 of teaching the I, IV, and V7 chords, then implementing
them so consistently. This is always a little confusing to students right at first, but by the middle of
this Level 3 book, they have a solid grasp and are delighted to find these chords throughout all of
their literature.l do find that some of the supplementary books are best started a little after the
matching Lesson Book. | also find that the Christmas books in the Alfred series are much smaller
(fewer songs) and have less variety than some of the other publishers, so even though | own them, |

prefer other books.

I've used the Alfred’s Basic Piano Course to teach my students piano for years. It guides me
through teaching the music theory my students need and also progresses through the various levels
at a rate that’s quick enough to keep my students from getting too bored! | also use their Piano Solo
books for recital pieces, etc. Excellent and challenging series for piano students of all levels- from
1A up.
