My family went there during a summer

vacation long ago, and it was great! I bought this as a future gift for my brother. It's interesting that

the History Book Club offered this in my last catalog for something like $30. Their shipping is $3.99

for one book, and I hate that - plus their books are expensive. I wanted this book, but I decided to

look around online to see if I could find a cheaper price. Good old .com was selling a brand new one

for $12.99. And free shipping! It didn't take me long to order that. When it came, it was very

interesting to see that the seller was The Book of the Month Club! Their packaging and invoice

looked just like the ones from the History Book Club, so I think they're affiliated.
